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Readymade Garment Exports
to Drive India’s

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Indian Hosiery Industry Faces
Inflationary Pressures Amid
Rising Raw Material Costs

T he Indian hosiery industry is

AL currently navigating a challenging
landscape marked by rising raw material
costs, particularly cotton and synthetic
fibers, impacting production and pricing
strategies. As manufacturers brace for

a tumultuous winter season, concerns
over profitability and competitiveness
loom large.

Rising Costs: A Double-Edged
Sword

In recent months, the price of cotton
has surged by approximately 20%,
primarily due to a combination

of factors, including a decline in
domestic production, global supply
chain disruptions, and increased
demand from both domestic and
international markets. Synthetic
fibers, essential for blended hosiery
products, have also seen a price spike
of around 15% due to fluctuations
in crude oil prices. Rajiv Kumar,

a prominent hosiery manufacturer
based in Ludhiana, expressed his
concerns about the impact of rising
costs on the industry. “We are
facing unprecedented challenges in
maintaining our margins. With the
cost of raw materials increasing, we
may have to pass some of these costs
onto consumers, which could affect

our sales volume,” he stated.

Export Challenges: Competitive
Edge at Risk

The inflationary pressures are not
only affecting local markets but also
posing significant challenges for
Indian hosiery exports. The country's
export-oriented hosiery industry,
primarily centered in regions like
Ludhiana and Tiruppur, relies heavily
on competitive pricing to secure
international contracts. According to
data from the Ministry of Textiles,
India’s hosiery exports reached $8
billion in FY23, but industry experts
warn that this figure could decline

in FY24 if the rising costs are not
addressed. “Our primary competitors,
such as Bangladesh and Vietnam,
have lower production costs, making
it difficult for us to compete in price-
sensitive markets,” explained Anjali
Mehta, an analyst at the India Brand
Equity Foundation (IBEF).

Government Intervention: A
Lifeline for Manufacturers?

In light of these challenges, industry
leaders are calling for government
intervention to mitigate the impact of
rising raw material costs. Suggestions
include revisiting import duties on

synthetic fibers and cotton, as well

as providing financial assistance to
manufacturers facing cash flow issues.
The government has already taken some
steps to support the industry, including
the announcement of an increase

in the Production Linked Incentive
(PLI) scheme funding for the textile
sector. However, many manufacturers
believe that more targeted measures

are necessary to address the immediate
challenges posed by inflation.

Innovative Solutions: Finding
Alternatives

Amidst these pressures, some
manufacturers are turning to innovative
solutions to remain competitive. For
instance, companies are exploring
alternative materials, such as recycled
fibers, which not only help in reducing
costs but also appeal to the growing
segment of environmentally conscious
consumers. Investing in sustainable
materials is a win-win situation for us. It
helps us manage costs and aligns with the
changing preferences of consumers. This
strategic shift may help manufacturers
buffer against the volatility of traditional
raw material prices. As the Indian hosiery
industry navigates these turbulent times,
the focus remains on finding a balance
between maintaining quality, managing
costs, and sustaining competitiveness in
the global market. With the winter season
approaching, manufacturers are under
pressure to adapt quickly to the changing
landscape. H
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Faces Setback Due to
Cotton Shortage in 2024

Tiruppur, India’s hosiery capital,
is currently grappling with a
severe cotton shortage that threatens
to derail production and export
targets for 2024. As one of the
country’s largest producers of hosiery
products, including socks, innerwear,
and athleisure apparel, Tiruppur’s
dependence on cotton has placed it at
the center of the current supply crisis.

The Cotton Crisis: A Looming
Threat

The ongoing cotton shortage, caused
by reduced sowing during the

kharif season, has left many hosiery
manufacturers in Tiruppur struggling
to meet demand. According to the
Ministry of Agriculture, cotton sowing
in 2024 fell to 11.24 million hectares,
down from 12.36 million hectares

in the previous year, leading to a
projected drop in cotton production
by at least 10%. This shortage has had
a direct impact on the availability of
raw materials for Tiruppur’s hosiery
manufacturers.

Rajesh Nair, a senior executive at

a leading hosiery manufacturer in
Tiruppur, expressed his concerns:
“Cotton prices have surged by

15% in the last quarter, and this is
significantly affecting our production

costs. If the supply issues persist,
we might have to cut down on
production, which would impact our
ability to meet export orders.”

Government Intervention: Is It
Enough?

To combat the cotton crisis, the Indian
government has introduced a series

of measures aimed at supporting

the textile and hosiery industry. The
government has increased the import
quota for cotton, reduced import
duties, and allocated additional funds
under the Production Linked Incentive
(PLI) scheme to help manufacturers
manage rising costs.

However, industry leaders argue that
these measures may not be enough
to address the underlying supply
issues. “While the government’s
support is appreciated, the reality is
that without a more stable domestic
cotton supply, we are still at risk of
losing our competitive edge in the
global market,” said Shyam Sundar,
President of the Tiruppur Exporters
Association (TEA).

Impact on Exports: A Challenging
Year Ahead

India’s hosiery exports, which
contribute significantly to the overall

textile export market, are also
expected to take a hit due to the cotton
shortage. Tiruppur alone accounts for
nearly 90% of India’s total hosiery
exports, making any disruption in
production a serious concern for the
country’s export goals.

In FY23, India’s hosiery exports
saw a growth of 12%, driven
largely by increased demand from
the US, Europe, and the Middle
East. However, with the current
supply chain issues, experts predict
that export growth could slow to
around 7-8% in FY24, far below the
industry’s previous expectations.

"Given the current situation, many
exporters are worried about fulfilling
their existing orders, let alone
securing new ones,” said Arvind
Krishnan, a leading hosiery exporter
in Tiruppur. Delays in production
due to cotton shortages could lead

to cancellations and damage our
reputation in the international market.

What Lies Ahead for Tiruppur’s
Hosiery Industry?

Despite the challenges, there

is hope that the situation could
improve in the coming months. The
government is working on long-
term strategies to enhance cotton
cultivation, including the introduction
of advanced seed technology and
better irrigation systems. In addition,
many manufacturers are exploring
alternatives to cotton, such as
synthetic blends, to mitigate the
impact of the shortage.

However, for now, the future
remains uncertain for Tiruppur’s
hosiery industry. Manufacturers and
exporters are keeping a close eye on
the cotton supply situation, hoping
that a combination of government
intervention and market adjustments
will help stabilize the industry. ll

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Low Cotton Sowing
in Kharif Season
Threatens India’s

Textile Export Targets
Amid Production
Decline

India, a global player in the textile
industry, faces a significant
challenge in achieving its ambitious
$40 billion textile export target for
FY25. With cotton sowing dropping
to 11.24 million hectares as of mid-
September, compared to 12.36 million
hectares during the same period last
year, concerns are mounting about the
industry's future prospects.

Declining Cotton Production

The cotton sowing crisis adds to an
already existing trend of reduced
cotton production in India. In FY20,
cotton production peaked at 36
million bales (each weighing 170 kg).
However, it fell to 35 million bales in
FY21 and continued to decline to 31
million bales in FY22. Although there
was a brief recovery in FY23 with
production increasing to 33 million
bales, the numbers dropped again in
FY24 to 32 million bales.

Impact on Textile Exports

India's textile exports have fluctuated
in recent years. After hitting a high
of $41.12 billion in FY22, exports
declined to $35.55 billion in FY23
and further to $34.40 billion in FY24.
The country’s target to exceed $40
billion in textile exports by FY25
now appears increasingly difficult

to achieve. Low cotton production
directly impacts India’s textile export
competitiveness. Cotton-based textiles
account for about 55-60% of the
country’s total textile exports.

Challenges Facing Cotton Farmers
The challenges in cotton farming have
grown multifaceted. Outdated seed
technology, high labour costs, and more
extended cultivation times are making
cotton cultivation less appealing to
farmers, many of whom are switching
to alternative crops such as soybean and
paddy. “Compared to soybean farming,
cotton requires more intervention and
resources, making it less efficient,”

said Ganesh Nanote, a farmer in
Maharashtra’s Vidarbha region.

The Road Ahead: Export Targets
and Government Measures

India’s textile and apparel industry is
a vital part of the country’s economy,
contributing 2.3% to the GDP, 13%
to industrial production, and 12% to
exports. The sector's growth is critical
for India’s economic goals, with

the government aiming to grow the
market to $350 billion by 2030 and
increase textile exports to $100 billion
in the same time frame.

However, experts believe that the
current scenario paints a grim picture.
“Given the low cotton sowing and
reduced production, achieving the $40
billion export target by FY25 will be a
tough task. To counter the decline, the
government has increased its budget
allocation for the textile sector by 3974
crore, bringing the total to 34,417 crore
in the Union Budget 2024-25.

Potential for Recovery and Growth
Despite the challenges, India

remains one of the world's top textile
exporters. The Commerce Ministry’s
India Brand Equity Foundation
(IBEF) projects that the market for
Indian textiles and apparel will grow
at a 10% CAGR. For instance, the
establishment of dedicated cotton
testing labs and the introduction of
improved seed varieties could boost
yields, while technology-driven
interventions could lower the cost
of cotton production. However,

the success of these measures will
largely depend on their timely
implementation and widespread
adoption among cotton farmers.
