world’s largest textile producers, 
generates millions of tons of fabric 
waste annually, a significant portion 
of which comes from hosiery 
manufacturing hubs like Tiruppur, 
Kolkata, and Ludhiana. Traditionally, 
leftover fabric and unsellable goods 
were either incinerated, dumped in 
landfills, or sold as low-cost raw 
materials for informal recycling. 
However, with rising environmental 
awareness and stricter regulations on 
waste management, the industry is 
shifting towards more structured and 
sustainable recycling 

processes.

One of the most effective methods being 
employed is the mechanical recycling 
of hosiery scraps into new yarns. In this 
process, discarded hosiery materials are 
collected, sorted by fiber type and color, 
and then shredded into fibers that can be 
spun into recycled yarn. These recycled 
yarns are then used to manufacture 
new hosiery products, reducing the 
need for virgin fibers and cutting down 
on resource consumption. Several 
textile recycling units, particularly in 
Tamil Nadu and Gujarat, are working 
on refining this process to improve 
the quality and durability of recycled 
hosiery fabrics, making them viable for 
mainstream production.

Chemical recycling is also gaining 
traction, especially for synthetic 
hosiery materials like polyester and 
elastane blends, which are difficult 

to process through traditional 
methods. Advanced recycling 

techniques break down 
these synthetic fibers into 

their basic molecular 
components, allowing 

them to be 
reconstituted 
into high-
quality 

raw 



materials. This method, though still 
in its early stages in India, holds 
immense potential for tackling hosiery 
waste in a way that retains fiber 
strength and quality.

Beyond recycling, the industry is 
also witnessing a rise in upcycling 
initiatives, where hosiery waste is 
repurposed into new products instead of 
being discarded. Some manufacturers 
are collaborating with fashion brands 
and designers to create limited-edition 
apparel, accessories, and even home 
furnishings from surplus hosiery fabric. 
This not only reduces waste but also 
adds value to discarded materials, 
making sustainability a profitable 
venture. Additionally, grassroots 
organizations and NGOs have launched 
initiatives where hosiery waste is used 
to make cloth bags, cleaning rags, 
and other utility products, providing 
employment opportunities to local 
artisans and small-scale entrepreneurs.

The role of consumers in hosiery 
recycling is equally crucial. With 
growing awareness about textile 
waste, brands are encouraging take-
back programs where customers can 
return used hosiery items for proper 
recycling. Some companies are also 
experimenting with biodegradable 
alternatives, designing products 
that break down naturally over time 
instead of contributing to landfill 
waste. The adoption of organic and 
recycled fibers in hosiery production 
is slowly gaining momentum, with 
brands promoting sustainability as a 
key selling point.

Government support has also 
played a pivotal role in encouraging 
hosiery recycling. The Indian 
government’s initiatives under the 
Extended Producer Responsibility 
(EPR) framework are pushing textile 
manufacturers to take accountability 
for their waste by integrating 
recycling into their supply chains. 

Policies promoting circular textile 
practices, subsidies for recycling 
plants, and research into sustainable 
fiber alternatives have further 
accelerated the industry’s transition 
towards a greener future.

While the journey toward a fully 
sustainable hosiery industry is still 
in progress, the efforts being made in 
recycling and waste reduction mark a 
significant step in the right direction. 
The shift from a linear production 
model to a circular economy approach 
is not just an environmental necessity 
but also a business opportunity, 
as consumers and stakeholders 
increasingly favor brands with 
sustainable practices. With continued 
innovation, investment, and consumer 
participation, hosiery recycling in 
India is poised to become a model 
for sustainable textile manufacturing, 
setting a precedent for the broader 
apparel industry.
