However,
the benefits are contingent on the
duration of the crisis. If the situation
normalizes quickly, many will revert
to their Bangladeshi suppliers.”

The timing of the crisis is particularly
critical as it coincides with the lead-
up to the Christmas shopping season,
a peak period for garment and

textile industries. Disruptions during
this period could push buyers to
secure alternative suppliers to avoid
potential losses.

As the global textile market navigates
these challenges, Ludhiana’s
manufacturers are poised to capitalize
on the shifting dynamics, though

the sustainability of this opportunity
remains uncertain depending on the
resolution of the crisis in Bangladesh.

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India launches Ambitious Cotton
Technology Mission to Boost
Quality and Reduce Imports

India is set to embark on a
significant initiative to revolutionize
its cotton industry with the launch

of the Cotton Technology Mission.
Announced as part of the new
government's 100-day agenda, this
ambitious project aims to enhance
cotton quality and output, positioning
India as a key global player in textile
sourcing and investment.

Spanning a five-year period from 2024,
the mission will focus on adopting
advanced agricultural practices and
new technologies to improve cotton
production. Key objectives include
reducing dependence on imports and
increasing the income of over 6 million
Indian cotton farmers. Currently, India
imports 500,000 bales of high-quality
cotton annually but aims to cut this
figure significantly by 2030.

The mission's financial framework
and policy details will be finalized
within the first 100 days of the new
administration. Collaboration will be
integral, with the Indian Council of

Agricultural Research (ICAR) and the
Cotton Association of India playing
pivotal roles. The policy will introduce
cutting-edge technologies to address
issues such as contamination and trash
content, and enhance real-time testing.

Despite the promise of the new
technology, challenges remain. The
shift from Bt cotton, which dominates
current cultivation, may face hurdles
such as the availability of Kasturi cotton
seeds and the need for sustained
efforts over the next decade to achieve
significant market penetration.

The Cotton Technology Mission also
seeks to address recent declines in
cotton production, which fell from

37 million bales in 2017-18 to an
estimated 31.6 million bales in 2023-
24. By revitalizing the industry, the
initiative hopes to stabilize production
and strengthen India's position in the
global textile market. W
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Transformation of the
International Hosiery Market:
A New Era of Sourcing

he global hosiery market is

undergoing a transformative
shift as importers in major markets,
such as the United States and the
European Union, increasingly turn
to emerging low-cost producers in
Asia. This change is reshaping the
landscape of global hosiery trade
and has profound implications for
established exporting nations.

In recent years, world exports of

hosiery have seen notable growth,
reaching $13.9 billion. China has
been a dominant player in this sector,
accounting for nearly 45% of global
exports. In 2018 alone, Chinese
hosiery exports soared to a record
$6.2 billion. Despite this dominance,
China is now facing significant
competition from fast-growing Asian
countries that offer lower production
costs and rapid manufacturing
capabilities.

Countries like
Bangladesh, India,
Indonesia, Pakistan, and
Vietnam are increasin-gly
becoming key players

in the hosiery market.
These nations are swiftly
adopting advanced
Industry 4.0 production
techniques, which
enhance productivity
and allow for the large-
scale manufacture of
hosiery at lower costs.
For instance, India has
risen sharply in the
global hosiery export
rankings, becoming the

15th largest exporter, while Pakistan
achieved record-high export figures.
Vietnam also saw an increase in its
export volumes, further emphasizing
the competitive dynamics in the
market.

This shift is impacting traditional
hosiery-exporting countries. Turkey,
which was the second largest exporter
in recent years, is experiencing
heightened competition from these
emerging producers, particularly within
the European market. Italy, another
major exporter, is similarly affected,

as its hosiery exports decline in the
face of new, lower-cost competitors.
The USA and South Korea, although
positioned as high-priced exporters,
are also seeing reduced export figures
as Asian competitors capture a larger
market share.

To counter these trends, established
hosiery-producing nations such as
Italy, Turkey, South Korea, and the
USA must innovate and invest in
advanced production technologies.
Specializing in technically
sophisticated hosiery and enhancing
manufacturing processes will be
crucial for these countries to maintain
their competitive edge.

As the global hosiery market
continues to evolve, the impact of
emerging Asian producers cannot
be underestimated. Their ability

to produce high volumes of cost-
effective products challenges the
traditional dominance of established
exporters and signifies a significant
shift in global trade dynamics. The
ongoing adaptation and response
from major hosiery-producing
countries will determine their future
roles in this competitive market. l
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Tiruppur’s
Garment Exports Surge:
A Beacon of Revival After a Year

fter over a year of sluggish

demand, Tiruppur’s garment
exports are showing promising signs
of recovery. According to recent
data from the Tiruppur Exporters’
Association (TEA), exports of knitwear
from the region experienced notable
growth in the first quarter of 2024.
February saw a 6.4% increase, while
March reported a 5.6% rise in dollar
terms compared to the same months
last year.

This resurgence contrasts with the
overall textile export trend in India,
which saw a modest increase of
4.8% in February and 1.7% in March.
The uptick in Tiruppur’s exports

is attributed to European retailers
replenishing their inventories, which
had been depleted due to previous
low demand.

Kumar Duraisamy, Joint Secretary
of TEA, noted that small European
retailers are now actively sourcing
new stock. He also highlighted a

i
significant shift: large retailers are
turning to India, anticipating a trade
agreement with the UK that will
enhance the competitiveness of
Indian garments. As a result, Tiruppur
is projected to see a 10% growth in
exports in the coming months.

Despite these positive trends, the
industry faces challenges. Nearly 20%
of micro, small, and medium-sized
enterprises (MSMEs) in Tiruppur shut
down last year due to the slump.
Consequently, existing factories are
operating at full capacity and are
struggling with a 20% labor shortage.
The distress in the textile sector has
also dampened wages, prompting an
exodus of workers.

TEA President K.M. Subramanian
empbhasized that the sector’s
resilience and strategic adjustments
are paving the way for recovery.

He also called for Tiruppur to be
recognized as a "sustainable cluster"
to bolster its reputation and support
further growth.

As Tiruppur’s garment industry
navigates these fluctuations, the recent
export figures offer a hopeful glimpse
of recovery and resilience in the face of
global market challenges. B

The program utilizes QR
code-based certification technology
and a blockchain-based software
platform.

final distribution. The blockchain
technology, in particular, provides
end-to-end traceability and ensures
that each transaction is securely
recorded, fostering transparency and
trust in the cotton’s provenance.

National Implementation and
International Promotion

The Kasturi Cotton Bharat program

is designed to operate on a national
scale, aiming to set a new standard
across India's cotton industry. While
the initiative is rolled out nationally,
its promotion spans both domestic
and international markets. This broad
scope ensures that the benefits of the
program extend beyond local producers
to include global stakeholders,
enhancing India's reputation in the
international cotton market.

Empowering Ginners Across India
One of the program’s key objectives is
to empower ginners throughout India

to produce cotton under the Kasturi
Cotton Bharat brand. This effort
includes the registration of ginning
and pressing units, with a focus on
modernizing facilities to meet the
program’s standards. To date, 343
modernized ginning and pressing units
have been registered, including 15 in
Andhra Pradesh. Additionally, around
100 bales from Andhra Pradesh have
already received certification under
the Kasturi Cotton Bharat brand.
